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Jesus also taught Sister Faustina the “Chaplet of Divine Mercy,” a special prayer using rosary
beads. Jesus told her, “Whoever recites this prayer and marks the hour of My death in even
the smallest way will receive more graces than his soul could ever need.”

Look upon them in no other way but only through the Wounds
of Jesus, Your dearly beloved Son; for we firmly believe that there is no limit to Your goodness and

compassion. Amen.
